WHAT DID YOU LIKE ABOUT THE EXERCISE IN GENERAL? 
· You got to feel like you were helping, and it strongly enforced the persuasion strategies.

· Learning new persuasion strategies, seeing people's responses

· We were helping people that needed it, it also served to make me more aware of what had been happening elsewhere in the country.

· Seeing 1st hand peoples reactions to the persuasion strategies.  Felt good to raise money for Katrina.  Interesting to see how fundraisers feel.

· Feeling like I was helping people and making a difference to people in New Orleans.

· More interactive than a lecture, I learn well through experience.

· I enjoyed the opportunity to help in the relief efforts for Hurricane Katrina.  I was also surprised by how successful the different persuasion techniques were when convincing subjects to donate.

· Helping people

· Collecting donations.  I felt good knowing that I was helping those in need.  I was also pleased at how many people eagerly donated to the cause.

· It was great to help out a community in need.

· Got to do something really useful, and got to think about things I usually don't.

· It was novel.

· I liked learning how to use the different persuasion techniques.

· We got to collect money for people in need.

· Hands-on

· I liked trying different strategies on people to get money and seeing how they reacted.

· I enjoyed doing something useful and raising money for good cause.

· It was cool to see how giving people can be and how persuasion strategies work.

· Allowed us to do something potentially useful, while doing work for the class.

· It was enjoyable, we raised a lot of money and I learned about the strategies.  I wouldn't have the nerve to try some of the approaches so this was a great exercise.

· Incorporated learning and helping people.  I liked leaning the different persuasion strategies.

· I liked being on the donation-seeking end of volunteering for donations.  Usually I am the one who is being asked if I want to donate.

· I enjoy helping others and this activity gave me that chance.

· It was an experience I would otherwise not have had and I appreciate having had it.

· It was enjoyable to interact with strangers, and it was also nice to see all the concern for the disaster victims.

· I liked knowing that I was doing something to help people in need… it was fun seeing how people reacted, too.  It also really helped me better understand persuasion strategies.

· It was nice seeing so many people so willing to contribute, not like trying to sell something.  Also neat to see the different strategies.

· I enjoyed getting responses that were entirely opposed to what my intuition dictated.

· Reading peoples' expressions when asking for money, and how they reacted differently in groups.

WHAT DID YOU DISLIKE ABOUT THE EXERCISE IN GENERAL? 

· The actual acquiring of knowledge of persuasion strategies could be learned in less time.

· Having to approach people for money, I sort of felt a bit guilty, especially when they'd give laundry money or something, or if they didn't want to donate money.

· Feeling embarrassed at times.  Making people feel obligated (even though it’s a good cause).

· Having to use the door in face method made me uncomfortable sometimes.  Also using persuasion methods to get people to help.  I would have just liked to have spent the hour asking people to donate.

· Giving strangers candy was weird @ times.

· I believe that there were too many persuasion strategies in this study and that the study did not allow collection of data that we will be able to use later.  I enjoyed the chance to be part in the study but I would have liked the study to be longer and compare only a few persuasion strategies so that we can complete analysis on the data as a class.

· It would (or may) be better for groups to emphasize on one strategy.

· Trying to use the techniques.  Pretty much everyone we talked to grabbed their wallets or dug in their pockets as soon as we told them what we were doing.  I felt ridiculous trying to use the techniques after they'd already said they would donate.

· We had too many people on one campus-resulting in asking the same people for donations a number of times.

· We kept running into people that had already donated.  Persuation strategies didn't seem to matter because the event was so catastrophic everyone seemed to want to donate.

· Orientation process could have been timed better, asked if we could come early but no option if we couldn't.

· Sometimes people gave money before we had a chance to use strategies so it sort of messed up the data because it wasn't the persuasion strategies that convinced them.

· I felt a little awkward when approaching some people.

· I missed the part on what school I was supposed to go to and sometimes I couldn't find people which was boring.

· Talking to people to garner donations.

· There was no option on the paper for "not carrying any money." That was the #1 reason people did not contribute and I think that should have been factored in somehow.

· I did not like how my partner and I felt that we had te use the persuasion strategies in order.  I think this distracted us from seeming entirely sincere with the people whom we asked for money.  I think we could have gotten more donations if we had just started using winning strategies exclusively.

· I wish it would have been longer or possibly at a time when more people are home.

· The premise goes against some of my philosophical ideas and so I was uncomfortable with doing it.

· I'm not sure if the psychological "methods" we used really influenced the behavior of others.

· I found it really difficult to stick to the assigned persuasion strategies - particularly the direct order!  But I know that's inevitable.  It was definitely a good exercise.

· During class wasn't the best time to catch people walking around.

· I disliked the over-saturation of the campus with donors.
